  Concert Etiquette 

 
 
     Concerts are a very important part of your child's 
participation in the music program. Because a concert 
performance makes everyone nervous, there are a few 
things you as an audience can do to help to make this 
concert less stressful. 
 
1. Please be seated before the starting time of the 
performance. Remember to turn off any electronic 
devices that may cause a distracting noise during the 
duration of the performance.  
 
2. If  you are bringing small children, they will need to be 
seated and silent throughout the duration of the entire 
performance. Loud and restless audience members are a 
distraction to everyone around them. If  you have small 
children that are crying or making other noises, please 
exit the auditorium with your child quickly and quietly.  
 
3. If  you must leave or enter the auditorium during the 
performance, please do so between musical selections, 
not during the middle of a piece of music. This is 
considered extremely rude and should never happen.  
 
4. All audience members must stay in their seats and 
refrain from being a distraction to other audience 
members.  
 
5. Please avoid taking flash pictures during the 
performance.  
 
6. Please donÕt talk during the performance. Others want 
to hear the music.  It might be their childÕs Òbig partÓ. 
 
7. Please don't call out your friend's, child's, or teacher's 
name during the performance. Concerts are for listening, 
not cheering.  
 
8. Hold your applause until after the conductor has 
indicated (by lowering their arms and hands) the end of a 
piece of music.  
 

9.  Please let your child know he/she did well and you 
appreciate their effort.  
 
Follow these basic rules at any concert and you will have 
an enjoyable experience listening to your young 
musicians.
